Implement initial interventions to address
unacceptable behaviours.

If Bullying persists, move to Stage 2

(Examples of bullying: Repeated over a period of
time - name calling; excluding people or ignoring
them; threatening or intimidating people; physical
hurting someone; damaging or stealing their property,
spreading rumours or online bullying).
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Stage 2

DSL/Deputy DSL to escalate to Bullying (Stage 2)
on Safequard (Formal bullying log)

C&A to contact both sets of parents/carers and
pupils to discuss incidents and agree strategies.
Issue clear warning and interventions put in place.
Assign a Pupil Mentors (if appropriate)

Continue to monitor Incident Logbook(s)

Bullying persists despite Stage 2?
